with Microsoft Office products including Excel; physical ability to perform job tasks in all
weather conditions is a safe manner; valid First Aid Certificate with CPR, WHMIS,
Transportation of Dangerous Goods (TDG), Confined Space Entry/Rescue, H2S Alive; a
management approved combination of education and experience may be considered.
